2. Importer notifies The Animal and 
Plant Health Agency (APHA) and 
National Bee Unit by using the 
Import of Products, Animals, Food 
and Feed System (IPAFFS) and 
obtains a Unique Reference number 
(URN).

4. Importer uploads health 
certificate.

6 Queens transferred to new cages 
and all packaging, cages and 
attendants must be sent to the FERA 
laboratory for analysis within 5 
days. Including the URN of the 
import.

5. On arrival with 
BK Consignment 
subject to physical 
spot checks by the 
National Bee Unit.
